Dig Deeper: 
3.​ Read Revelation 3:7-13. What stands out to you in this passage? 
4.​ How is Jesus introduced and described in v. 7? Why do you think that is significant? 
5.​ What does Jesus affirm about the church in Sardis (v. 8,10)?  
6.​ What does Jesus confront in this church (v. 9)?  
7.​ How does Jesus exhort the believers in Sardis (v. 11)?  
8.​ How do the promises in vv. 10-12 encourage you?   

 
Move Forward:  

9.​ What was most impactful from Pastor Darryl’s message Sunday? Why? 
10.​What does it mean to keep the word of Jesus and not deny his name? What does 

that look like in your life right now?  
11.​What pressures are you facing that threaten your faith and faithfulness?  
12.​Sometimes God “keeps us from” tribulation, other times He “preserves us through” 

trials and suffering (both meanings are possible in Rev. 3:10). How has God been 
working in your life recently?  

13.​How can we pray for you today?
